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Course Description

Through case studies, this course explores the port city and the 'maritime
world' in Asia. It introduces the history of China's maritime world with a
focus on the challenges it faced through encroachment by Western imperial
powers. This course also examines Asia's colonial port cities, including
Calcutta and Singapore, as sites of Western influence and modernization
and also as sites of local resistance and transformation. 
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
