Course Description

This is an internship opportunity through the Central European Studies
Program that responds to a clear necessity among multicultural societies to
educate young people abroad in a professional working environment. Apart
from onsite work experience, the Internship Program has a strong and
challenging academic component exposing students to the world of non-
governmental organizations, education, and the social services sector in the
Czech Republic and EU as well as developing personal, interpersonal, and
intercultural competencies. Qualified students choose from several pre-
screened internship positions with local, mostly non-governmental
organizations, which may be involved in education, film, organization of
international political conferences, local and global human rights issues, and
library and administrative work in the field of economics.  International
professional experiences are broadened through a series of guided
discussions, a reflective journal, and presentations. Students explore major
relevant topics, such as organization theory, and develop their intercultural
skills through interactive workshops and reflection of their work experience
in the host culture.
