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Course Description

This course is intended for students who have basic knowledge of Modern
Standard Arabic. The prerequisite is a passing grade in the beginning level
or passing results on the Arabic placement exam. The course deals with the
morphology and syntax of Arabic and, like the previous level, includes the
frequent reading of texts that range in difficulty (from easy to unabridged)
and are largely taken from current media. It also develops other
communication skills of listening, speaking, and writing based on learned
vocabulary. The course facilitates mastery of the main grammatical
phenomena of simple and complex sentences as well as a vocabulary of
hundreds of common words, sufficient for reading basic newspaper articles
and literary texts.
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
