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Course Description

This course examine the ways in which people tell stories, the kinds of
stories they tell, and the meanings those stories generate. It focuses, in
particular, upon the telling, and gives special attention to questions
concerned with this process. The course studies a novel, a film, a play, short
stories, and poems.
