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Course Description

This course examines human experience as a source of truth, knowledge
and belief about war. Representations of human experiences of war play a
significant role in human culture and society, often defining social memories
and collective understandings of war. As such, this course examines how
human experience is transmitted and interpreted via historical sources as
well as cultural objects such as films, novels, and video games. It also
engages students with key social, political, and moral arguments about the
representation of war experience in the media, museums, monuments, and
commemoration rituals. This is the Fall only version of the course.
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
