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Course Description

This course presents some main themes in the growing field of Holocaust
Studies. Themes are on the Holocaust itself, its general interpretations, the
question of victims, of perpetrators, the technologies of mass killings, and
also on the consequences of genocide (justice, memorials, testimonies). This
is a history class, with some interdisciplinary views from politics, literature,
and psychology. Specific attention is dedicated to the digital aspects of
Holocaust learning, documentation, and memory.
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
