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Course Description

The course provides knowledge on theory and research in key topics in
personality and individual differences. General issues in theory and research
in personality are explored, as well as the difference between personality
and individual differences. A brief history of personality and individual
differences is provided. Students are equipped with methods of evaluating
theories in personality. Then, key topics in personality and individual
differences are reviewed including both attending to theory and to research.
Where topics relate to one another, there is a comparison between topics
with the aim of increasing the integrative understanding of personality.
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
