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Course Description

This course examines the rise of the novel around the time of the eighteenth
century. It explores some characteristic forms and concerns of early prose
fiction in English including its roots, its routes, its forerunners, the first
novel, the first novelists, the true contribution of women (as writers,
producers, audience etc.), the role of social, political, religious factors, and
the impact of technology and European expansionism.
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
