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Course Description

This course is for students with at least one year of prior study of Japanese.
The goal of this course is for students to acquire well-balanced basic
proficiency in listening, speaking, reading, and writing, and to develop an
understanding and command of basic grammar and its usage. Students
practice listening comprehension and pronunciation using videotapes and
CDs. They learn conversational expressions and phrases necessary in daily
life, fundamentals of written expression, and how to read and write short
passages on topics familiar to them using previously learned sentence
patterns and vocabulary. By the end of term, students master 1500 basic
words and 300 basic kanji. 
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
