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Course Description

This class focuses on the grammar, vocabulary and expressions that are
commonly used in Japan, practicing both comprehension and production
skills. Students become familiar with the language and cultural background
of everyday life situations likely to be encountered in contemporary
Japanese society. This course also helps students to read sentences mixed
with Kanji, compose simple sentences, and write short essays.
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
