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Course Description

This course is directed towards those who have taken Pre-Advanced Chinese
II of the NTU Chinese Language Course for International Students or those
who have learned Chinese for 450-500 hours (6hrs/week). This course uses
the textbook Practical Audio-Visual Chinese IV (chapter 1~ chapter 7) to
help students develop proficient language skills in listening, speaking,
reading and writing that would enable them to communicate effectively in
their daily lives. Students will learn commonly-used new vocabularies and
grammar that are not often used in daily conversations. Students will be
able to use appropriate Chinese language to carry on discussions and
further understand Taiwanese language and culture as they progress
through the course.
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
