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Course Description

This course introduces students to the history of German cinema, with a
special focus on the crucial role of Berlin as both production site and film
set. Students engage with important milestones in the history of German
cinema, many of which are set in Berlin, and learn about their historical,
political and aesthetic contexts. Special emphasis is placed on the so-called
“Berlin School” of filmmaking, a New Wave emerging in the late 1990s, and
continuing to be highly relevant today. CIEE offers the course in German and
English, and this version of the course is taught in English.
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
