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Course Description

This course examines pressing global issues and the efforts of international
organizations to address them in recent decades. The course explores the
six principal organs of the United Nations and various UN Funds and
Programmes as well as UN Specialized Agencies. The course also
emphasizes the efforts made by national governments, including Japan's
foreign policy towards the UN and Japan's ODA policy.
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
